PAINTING & DECAL
1. Spray rocket with white primer, let dry, and sand. Repeat until rocket is smooth.
2. Spray entire rocket with white paint and let dry. (Follow paint manufactures recommended drying time)
3. Cut out paint mask pattern.
4. Wrap paint mask around tube and tape upper portion together.
5. Trace around mask edge lightly with a pencil.
6. Remove mask.
7. Use painter’s tape to mask the outside perimeter of pencil line.
8. Completely mask off the rest of the bottom of the rocket.
9. Spray unmasked part of rocket with red paint and let dry.
10. Mask bottom shoulder of nose cone with painter’s tape.
11. Spray nose cone with red paint and let dry.
12. Apply decals.
